When Linda beckoned to me one Sun day, the gleam 

in her eye made me think, ñUh oh. Here comes a 
job.ò She immediately put my fears to rest with a 

simple request ð do something I love to do anyway 
ð write about books for the church newsletter.  

  
     Why do I love books? They can take you f rom 

the favelas of Brazil to the plains of Botswana; from 
gentrified Atlanta  to 1950s L.A. with Easy Rawlins , 

to an encounter with the Holy Trinity  in a Washing -
ton state shack.  

  

     One of my current favorite authors is Terri 

Black -stock , a Christian no velist from the Gulf 
Coast who is best known for her mysteries. 

Throughout her various series (Restoration, Cape 
Refuge, New -pointe 911), the native Mississippian 

creates characters who gain insight into their own 
beliefs as life puts them through hoops.  

 

The Restoration Series  
     What if something horrific happened to the 

world before the Rapture? What if, some natural 
phenomenon happened and every computer chip in 

the world died? What if saints and sinners  alike 
experienced all cars everywhere, slowing  to a stop? 

Planes stalling, then falling? What would you do in a 
world where every electronic device was fried, 

including those that pump water or send electric 
current? What if?  

 

     In the Restoration Series, that is exactly what 

happens, and the char acters are devastated. The 
series focuses on the Banning family and their 

upper class, gated neighborhood (Oak Hollow) in 

suburban Birmingham , which boasts one affluent 
African American family. At the outset, the 

Banningsô initial reaction to the chaos is ñUs first, 
then everybody else.ò When it becomes apparent 

that the world is not going to snap back to normal in 
a matter of days or even weeks, the Banningsô 

Christian faith asserts itself, and they begin to think 
that God is trying to get the worldôs attention. Fears 

and tensions rise when an elderly Oak Hollow couple 
is found murdered and their home ransacked. Some 

eyes turn accusingly to the African American family 
in spite of the fact that the husband is a well -

established attorney, the mother a nurse s upervisor, 
and the children well -behaved good friends with two 

of the Banningsô youngsters.  
  

     Blackstock paints a very real picture of 21st -
century America, where there is no such thing as 

ñpost-racial.ò The author tackles racism, elitism and 

how a f amily reconciles its ñpewò faith with ñactionò 
faith in a world turned upside down. As the 

Bannings learn to lean on God as never before, they 
encourage their neighbors to rely on Him as well.  

 

     My book club scores books from 1 (ñDonôt waste 

your money  on this crapò) to 5 (ñI can hardly wait to 
see this made into a movie.ò) Most books receive a 

3.5 to 4.0 rating. However, when the ladies read 
ñLast Lightò it became the first book in club history 

to receive a perfect 5.  Books in the Restoration 
series a re ñLast Light,ò ñNight Light,ò ñTrue Lightò 

and ñDawnôs Lightò. You can find them at your local 
library or buy them from Mardelôs, most local 

bookstores, or discounted at amazon.com .
